SINCE ITS ESTABLISHMENT IN 2002, TA’AWON FOR CONFLICT RESOLUTION
FOUNDATION HAS CONTINUED TO STRENGTHEN ITS PRESENCE AS A LEADING
PALESTINIAN INSTITUTION DEDICATED TO EMPOWERING YOUTH AND PROMOTING A
CULTURE OF DIALOGUE AND CIVIL PEACE. “TA’AWON?” IS DRIVEN BY ITS DEEP BELIEF
THAT AWARENESS AND KNOWLEDGE FORM THE FOUNDATION FOR EFFECTIVE AND
PEACEFUL APPROACHES TO CONFLICT. THROUGH ITS PROGRAMS, IT STRIVES TO
INSTILL THE VALUES OF UNDERSTANDING, RESPECT, AND COOPERATION WITHIN A
DIVERSE AND CULTURALLY INTERTWINED SOCIETY.

THE FOUNDATION TARGETS YOUNG PEOPLE ACROSS ALL REGIONS OF PALESTINE,
INCLUDING THE WEST BANK AND THE GAZA STRIP, AND INTEGRATES ETHICAL, MORAL,
AND PHILOSOPHICAL DIMENSIONS INTO ITS VISION FOR ACHIEVING PEACEFUL AND
SUSTAINABLE SOCIAL CHANGE. IT PLACES SPECIAL EMPHASIS ON MAINSTREAMING

NETWORK OF PARTNERSHIPS WITH PALESTINIAN UNIVERSITIES, YOUTH
ORGANIZATIONS, AND CIVIL SOCIETY INSTITUTIONS BOTH LOCALLY AND
INTERNATIONALLY.

THROUGH ITS CAMPAIGNS AND ACTIVITIES ACROSS DIFFERENT PALESTINIAN
GOVERNORATES, “TA'/AWON” WORKS TO UNITE PALESTINIAN ENERGIES AROUND A
SHARED VISION BASED ON A DEEPER UNDERSTANDING OF CONFLICT CULTURE—
ULTIMATELY AIMING FOR STRONGER NATIONAL UNITY AND A GREATER CAPACITY TO

FOR THE NATIONAL FUTURE. THE PROJECT FOCUSES ON EMPOWERING YOUTH,
WOMEN, AND COMMUNITY LEADERS TO BECOME KEY ACTORS IN DIALOGUE
PROCESSES AND DECISION-MAKING.

IT ALSO SEEKS TO ENHANCE PARTICIPANTS' SKILLS IN NEGOTIATION, CONFLICT
RESOLUTION, AND CONSTRUCTIVE COMMUNICATION, WHILE INTEGRATING RESEARCH
FINDINGS AND PUBLIC OPINION SURVEYS INTO THE DIALOGUE PROCESS TO ENSURE
THAT DISCUSSIONS ARE GROUNDED IN THE REALITIES AND NEEDS OF SOCIETY.
THROUGH THESE PLATFORMS, THE PROJECT CREATES A SAFE AND EFFECTIVE SPACE

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY AND KEY FINDINGS

THIS SURVEY WAS CONDUCTED AS PART OF THE “NATIONAL DIALOGUE PLATFORMS:
TOWARDS PALESTINIAN UNITY AND A SHARED VISION” PROJECT, AND IS ONE OF
THREE SURVEYS IMPLEMENTED BY TA’AWON FOR CONFLICT RESOLUTION TO ASSESS
THE PRIORITIES AND CONCERNS OF PALESTINIAN SOCIETY IN LIGHT OF THE CURRENT
SITUATION, WITH THE AIM OF ENHANCING COMMUNITY PARTICIPATION IN SHAPING
PUBLIC OPINION.
A TOTAL OF 122 RESPONDENTS PARTICIPATED IN THE SURVEY, WHICH FOCUSED ON
RECENT POLITICAL DEVELOPMENTS RELATED TO THE CESSATION OF THE WAR OF
EXTERMINATION AND THE ACCOMPANYING LOCAL, REGIONAL, AND INTERNATIONAL
DYNAMICS, IN ADDITION TO ISSUES OF DOMESTIC POLITICS AND THE PALESTINIAN
STATEHOOD PROJECT.
METHODOLOGICALLY, THE RESEARCH TOOL WAS AN ELECTRONIC QUESTIONNAIRE
CONSISTING OF FIVE MAIN SECTIONS:
e THE SECOND SECTION ADDRESSED GENERAL POLITICAL POSITIONS;
e THE THIRD SECTION GAUGED RESPONDENTS’ OPINIONS REGARDING POLITICAL
FACTIONS AND FIGURES;
e THE FOURTH SECTION EXPLORED PUBLIC VIEWS ON NATIONAL INSTITUTIONS AND
INTERNAL DIVISION;
e THE FIFTH SECTION INCLUDED OPEN-ENDED QUESTIONS ON ISSUES SUCH AS
POLITICAL DIVISION, NATIONAL UNITY, WOMEN, AND YOUTH.
A TOTAL OF 162 QUESTIONNAIRES WERE COLLECTED DURING THE PERIOD BETWEEN

OCTOBER 9, 2025, AND OCTOBER 29, 2025.

Open-Ended Questions
* What is required to end the division and restore national unity?

The respondents’ opinions indicate that the conditions for ending the
division and restoring national unity can be summarized as follows:
achieving national consensus on rules related to the national interest,
holding free and fair elections, adopting a comprehensive national
program that balances both negotiation and resistance tracks, reforming
the political system on participatory principles, unifying national
institutions, preventing external interference, ensuring peaceful transfer
of power, and establishing a continuous national dialogue to reconcile
perspectives on major issues.

* What is your opinion on the role of youth and women in rebuilding the
Palestinian political system?

The majority of respondents emphasized the central role of youth and
women in the process of rebuilding the political system, acting as key
agents in renewing legitimacy and modernizing the structures of both
formal and informal political factions and institutions.

Responses highlighted the need for a preceding political environment to
activate the roles of youth and women effectively, through a
comprehensive political culture that transcends division, tribal, and

political loyalties in favor of citizenship, justice, and accountability. The

responses also noted that the current role of youth and women is often
marginal and symbolic, either due to forced quotas or for propaganda
purposes.
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
